An Ordinance Fixing License Taxes and Providing Penalties 

for Doing Business Without a License, and Repealing 
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Ordinance No. S~, N.S. 
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SECTION 29. For the business of Automobile Painting and/or Body 

Works the license shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 30. For the business of selling Auto Parts and/or Accessories 

the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 31. For the business of Automobile Repairing the license 

shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 32. For the business of Automobile Washing and/or Greasing 

the license shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 33. For the business of operating a Bakery the license shall 

be $2~.00 per year. 

SECTION 3~. For the business of retailing any stock or merchandise 

purchased at a creditors, bankrupt or fire sale, or retailing any 

damaged or injured stocks of goods or merchandise, the license shall 

be $20.00 per day. 

SECTION 35. For the business of conductible a barber shop or beauty 

parlor with but one barber or operator the license shall be $12.00 per 

year, and for each additional barber or operator the license shall be 

$4.00 per year for each such barber or operator. 

SECTION 36. For the business of bill posting or advertising agency 

the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 37~ For the business of blacksmithing the license shall be 

$12.00 per year. 

SEGTION 38. For the business of operating a boarding house without 

rooms where the table accommodations are for more than four persons, 

but less than ten, the license shall be $12.00 per year. For ten or 

more the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SEGTION 39. For the business of operating a book store the license 

shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION ~0. For the business of operating a bootblack stand the license 

shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 41. For the business of carrying on the bottling of liquors, 

malt beverages or soft drinks or fruit or vegetable juices the licenses 

.... shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION ~2. For the business of operating a Bath House or Plunge the 

license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION ~3. For the business of operating a bowling alley the license 
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shall be $40.00 par year for four alleys or any part thereof, and $i0.00 

per year additional for each alley above four. 

SEOTION 44. For the business of operating a brokerage business includ- 

elmg the buying or selling, whether upon commission or otherwise, the 

license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 45. For the business of cabinet maker or wood worker the license 

shall be $12.00 per year. 

_-- SECTION 46. For the business of selling candy and soft drinks other 

than from an already licensed place of business the license shall be 

$20.00 per year. 

SECTION 47. For the business of conducting a carnival or any such 

occasion the license shall be $50.00 per day, and such license shall 

cover all manner of shows, exhibitions and entertainments, and all sales 

stands, eating stands or places, and the peddling of all novelties or 

notions and any other activity for profit growing out of and as a 

part of such carnival, such peddling to be conducted within carnival 

grounds only. But one carnival license shall be issued for any one 

day. Written application therefor must be made to the City Council who 

under its police powers, reserves the right to deny any application for 

such license, and the Chief of Police shall direct what shows, exhibitions 

or entertainments or activities are proper under such license and his 

decisions shall be final and conclusive. 

SECTION 48. For the business of selling Cigars, Cigarettes and Tobaccos 

from other than an already licensed place of business the license shall 
\ 

be $i0.00 per year. A business licensed under Section No. 24 of this 

Ordinance shall not be classed as an already licensed place of business. 

SECTION 49. For the business of conducting a circus or combined circus 

and menagerie the license shall be $50.00 per day, and for each circus 

or menagerie when not exhibited in combination with the other, the 

license shall be $25.00 per day. For every circus or menagerie parade, 

or procession on, over or along any public street or highway of the City 

of E1 Paso de Robles, by any firm, person or corporation, not havi1~ a 

-- license to exhibit such circus or menagerie in said City, the license 

shall be $50.00 per day. And when conducted under a circus license the 

license shall be $25.00 per day. 

SECTION 50. For the business of doing cleaning and/or pressing and/or 

dyeing the license shall be $20.00 per year. 
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SECTION 51. For the business of operating a clothing store includir~ 

either gents' or ladies' furnishings the license shall be $24.00 per 

year. 

SECTION 52. For the business of a shoe cobbler or a place where shoes 

are repaired the license shall be .~12.00 per year. 

SECTION 53. Fo~ the business of conducting a cold storage place, or place 

where food stuffs or meats are received and kept in storage, the license 

~ shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 5~. For the business of conducting, managing or carrying on 

a collection agency the license shall be $20.00 per year; provided, 

however, that nothing in this section contained shall be deemed or 

construed to apply to a licensed attorney. The term collection agency 

is defined to be the business of collecting debts, claims or demands, 

for a fee or compensation. 

SECTION 55. Every person, firm or corporation carrying on the business 

of a contractor shall pay a license fee of $20.00 per year. A contractor 

under the meaning of this ordinance is a person, firm, or corporation 

who for either a fixed sum, price, fee, percentage, profit, or other 

compensation other than wages, or furnishes any material to be consumed 

in the work he is performing, undertakes or offers to undertake, or 

purports to have the capacity to undertake to construct, alter or repair, 

add to, or improve any building, highway, road, excavation, or other 

project, structure, development or improvement, or to do any part thereof; 

provided that the license to be issued for a contractor shall have been 

granted under the ordinances regulating them. 

SECTION 56. For the business of a creamery for the purchase or sale of 

any or all commodities produced and incident to such business the 

license shall be $24.00 per year. 

SECTION 57. For the business of conducting a public dance hall or 

academy where dances are held at lesser intervals of one dance per week 

the license shall be $~0.00 per year, otherwise a license for each dance 

held shall be obtained for $2.50; provided, however, that this section 

- shall not pertain to any dance held in the City coming under the pro- 

visions of Section No. 17, sub-section (c) of this ordinance. 

SECTION 58. Every person engaged in or carrying on the business or 

occupation of dancing teacher where instruction in dancing is given, 

the license shall be $12.00 per year. 
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SECTION 59. For the business of operating a drug store with or without 

stationery or toilet articles the license shall be $60.00 per year. 

SECTION 60. For the business of operating an electric shop doing 

electrical repairs and carrying electrical goods or appliances other 

than under a hardware store license the license shall be $20.00 per 

year. 

SEGTION 61. For the business of operating an employment bureau defined 
r 

_ as the business of securing employment for any person or persons for a 

fee or compensation of any kind, or furnishing information regarding 

situations or employment for a fee or compensation, the license shall 

be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 62. For the business of exhibiting animals or birds, trained 

or otherwise, or trick riding, wire dancing or other exhibition where 

fees or admission is charged, or collection taken other than under a 

carnival or circus license, the license shall be $5.00 per day. 

SECTION 63. For the business of retailing feed for stock, poultry, 

or mill stuff or any part thereof the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 6~. For the business of retailing, repairing, or renting all or 

any part of life arms, ammunition, fishing tackle, bicycles or athletic 

goods other than under a licensed hardware business the license shall 

be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 65. For the business of selling fireworks Ehe license shall be 

$5.00 per day providing, h~vever, no State or Federal Laws or City 

Ordinances or rules prohibit the sale thereof. The sale to be con- 

ducted on July 3rd and 4th only. 

SECTION 66. For the business of operating a •florist shop the license 

shall be $12.00 per yeaz; provided, however, that any person selling 

flowers raised wholly by himself or his immediate family shall not be 

required to pay a license under this section. 

SECTION 67. For the buslm~ss of fortune telling, clairvoyance, astrology, 

palmistry, phrenology, card reading, cartomancy, crystal gazing, 

mediumship prophesy, augury, divination, magic, hypnotism, or necromancy 

the license shall be $15.00 per day. 

SECTION 68. For the business of operating a furniture store, selling 

household furnishings, floor coverings, wall paper, paints and glass 

or any parts thereof the license fee shall be $~8.00 per year. 
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SECTION 69. For the business of collecting swill or garbage, or rubbish 

and conveying or transporting the same through or upon the streets, 

alleys or public ways of the City the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 70. For the business of operating a general merchandise store 

carrying all or any part of dry goods, clothing, furnishing goods, and 

hardware the license shall be $80.00 per year. 

SECTION 71. For the business of retailing groceries, fruits or 

vegetables the license shall be $24.00 per year; provided, however, 

that this section shall not apply to any peddler of fruits or vegetables 

raised by such peddler upon land owned or rented by him, but such peddler 

shall secure an exempt license after filing a written statement with 

the City Clerk supporting this fact. 

SECTION 72. For the business of operating a hardware store the license 

shall be $48.00 per year. 

S~CTION 73. For the business of operating a hospital, sanitarium, 

sanitorlum or maternity hospital having not to exceed six beds the 

license shall be $20.00 per year, and for all having more than six 

beds, $40.00 per year. 

SECTION 74. For the business of operating a hotel or lodging house 

...... where the maximum charge therefor is no more than one dollar per day 

per room, the license shall be $1.00 per room per year; where ths maximum 

charge is more than ONE DOLLAR per day per room the license shall be $1.50 

per room per year. This section shall not apply to any rooming or 

lodging house with less than Three (3) rooms to rent. 

SECTION 75. For the business of operating an ice plant or ice delivery 

the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 76. For the business of operating a jewelry store ths license 

shall be $40.00 per year. 

SECTION 77. For the business of buying or selling junk or the wrecking 

of automobiles the license shall be $24.00 per year. No junk shall be 

stored or carried as a stock or automobiles wrecked for junk or parts 

within said City west of Riverside Avenue. A junk dealer is defined to 

be any person having a fixed place of business in the City of E1 Paso 

de Robles who engages in the buying or selling of any old rags, sacks, 

bottles, cans, clothing, books, firearms, knives, tools, auto parts or 

implements of industry, papers, metal or other articles commonly known 

as junk, and a Junk collector is defined as a person not having a 
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fixed place of business who goes from house to house, or place to place, 

collecting, buying or selling any of the above mentioned articles. Every 

such person shall keep a register shc~ing th~ date when, the names of 

all persons from whom he purclmses or trades for any article or thing 

whatsoever and the name and description of such article or th!r ~ he 

purchased or traded for. He shall also keep a record showing the names 

of all persons to whom he slmll sell or trade any article or thing, and 

_. the name or description of such article or thing so sold or traded and 

the date of such sale or exchange. Such record shall at all times be 

open to inspection of any police officer. No junk dealer or collector 

shall purchase, trade for or receive on any pretext any article from 

any minor under the age of eighteen years without the written consent 

of the parent or guardian of such minor. 

SECTION 78. ~or the business of operating a laundry operated by steam 

or power driven the license shall be $40.00 per year, and for the 

busimess of collecting articles to be laundered at a plant operated 

by steam o2 other motive power located outside the limits of the City 

of E1 Paso de Robles the license shall be $80.00 per year. 

SECTION 79. For the business of operating a lumber yard including the 

sale of paints, building materials end building hardware the license 

shall be $60.00 per year. 

SECTION 80. For the business of selling machinery including tractors, 

farming implements, road and construction machinery the license shall 

be $~.00 per year. 

SECTION S1. For the business of operating a machine shop the license 

shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 82. For the business of operating a meat market retailing 

fresh meats or fish the license shall be $24.00 per year. 

SECTION 83. For the business of operating a merry-go-round, revolving 

wheel, chute, toboggan slide, mechanical riding contrivance or pony 

rides, other than under a carnival license, the license shall be $10.00 

per day for each such item operated. 

SECTION 84. For the business of operating a milk or dairy products 

delivery service the license shall be $20.00 per year; provided, however, 

if such vehicles used for delivery are operated from other than a fi~ed 

place of business in the City the license shall be $~0.00 per year.

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SECTION 85. For the business of operating a mill for the grinding of 

grains, hulling, cracking or processing of almonds or preparing stock 

or poultry feeds the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 86. For the business of publishing a newspaper, the license 

shall be $40.00 per year. 

SECTION 87. For the business of operating a newsstand for the sale of 

newspapers and magazines the license shall be $20.00 per year

_ SECTION 88. For the business of operating a nursery where growing 

plants or nursery stock are sold the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 89. For the business of a pawn broker or pawn shop, construed 

to mean any person carrying on the business of loaning money, either for 

himself, or for any other person, firm or corporation, upon any personal 

property, personal security, or purchasing personal property, and resell- 

ing or agreeing to resell such article to the vendor or his assigns at 

prices previously agreed upon, the license shall be $100.00 per year. 

Nothing in this section contained shall be deemed or construed to 

apply to the loaning of money or personal property or personal security 

by any bank or loan company authorized so to do under the laws of the 

State of California. 

SECTION 90. For the business of sign painting the license shall be 

$12.00 per year. 

SECTION 91. For the business of conducting a peanut or popcorn stand 

at other than a licensed place of business run by the retailer the license 

shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 92. For the business of producing for sale photographs or 

pictures the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SEGTION 93. For the business of operating a plumbing and/or sheet 

metal shop doing repairing and carrying plumbing or sheet metal supplies 

other than under a hardware store license the license shall be $24.00 

per year. 

SECTION 94. For the business of operating a poultry business for the 

buying and selling of live poultry or eggs the license shall be $20.00 

per year. 

SECTION 95. For the business of operating a printing office or shop 

other than under a newspaper printing license the license shall be 

$20.00 per year. 
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SECTION 96. The rate of license for each profession or business herein- 

after enumerated is hereby fixed at $24.00 per year: 

Architect; Attorney-at-Law; Mechanical Engineer; Chemist; Chiro- 

practor; Dentist; Optician; Optometrist; Chiropodist; Electrical Engineer; 

Civil Engineer; 0oculist; Osteopathist; Physician, Surgeon; Surveyor ; 

Chrlstiance Science Healer; Chemical Englneer; Auditor ; Accountant ; 

Income Tax Expert; Piano Tuner; Veterinary.

I SECTION 97. Every person, firm or corporation maintaining or operating 

a radio station in the City of E1 Paso de Robles, and which solicits or 

obtains radio advertising within the corporate limits of said City, 

shall pay a license fee of $40.00 per year. 

SECTION 98. For the business of repairing adding machines, cash 

registers, typewriters, or watches, clocks, cronometers, or radios, not 

bein~ operated in connection with an already licensed business the license 

shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 99. For the business of conducting an agency or any person 

acting as a~ agent for the purchase or sale of real estate the license 

shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 100. For the business of operating a restaurant, care, ice 

cream parlor, soda fountain or other place where meals or lunches are 

served to be consumed upon the premises the rate of license therefor 

shall be computed and enumerated as follows: $2.00 per year for each 

stool or seat provided at any counter; and $2.00 per year for each table 

or booth provided; and $2.00 per year for each auto stall provided if 

car door service is provided. Where meals, sandwiches, or ice cream 

products are sold from a lunch wagon or stand the license shall be $24.00 

per year. 

SECTION i01. For the business of operating a second hand store the 

license shall be $24.00 per year, providing, however, that if new 

merchandise is being sold also the business shall be licensed as under 

the section of this ordinance covering the type of stock being sold as 

new • 

-- SECTION 102. For the business of operating a service station for the 

retailing of petroleum products the license shall be $20.00 per year• 

SECTION 103• For the usmness of operating a shoe store for the sale of • b • 

footwear only the license shall be $24.00 per year• 

SECTION I0~. For the business of operating a shooting gallery the license 
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shall be $24.00 per year. 

SECTION 105. For the business of operating a skating rink the license 

shall be $24.00 per year. 

SECTION 106. For the business of singing or music teacher the license 

shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 107. Every person carrying on the business of sign advertising 

by means of bill boards or advertising boards where space thereon is 

rented or sold shall pay a license of $&O.O0 per year. 

SEGTIOS 108. For the business of selling, renting or erection of signs 

the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 109. Every person carrying on the business or occupation of 

soliciting or canvassing or taking orders for any goods, wares or 

merchandise and who is not an agent or representative of a regularly 

established place of business in the City of E1 Paso de Robles shall 

pay a license of $~0.00 per year. 

Solicitor is defined, within the meaning of this Ordinance, to 

be and include any person who engages in the business of goi~from 

house to house, place to place, or in or along the streets, ~vfthin the 

City selling or taking orders for, or offering to sell or take orders 

for, goods, wares, merchandise or other things of value that are not to 

be used for resale or to become a part of any stock to be offered for 

sale. 

(a) Every person carrying on the business of peddling or soliciting 

and claiming exemption under this ordinance must first apply for and 

receive an Exempt License as provided for and all police officers of 

the City as inspectors of licenses are hereby required to enforce this 

section. 

SECTION llO. For the business of operating a sound truck or any wheeled 

veh101e equipped with music or musical device and/or loud speaker for 

attracting attention shall pay a license of $5.~0 per day. 

Provided, however, that nothing in this Section contained shall be 

deemed or construed as applying to licensed persons or firms advertising 

their own business, goods, wares, or merchandise by the use of their 

own equipment. 

SECTION iii. For the business of operating a stationery store the 

license shall be $20.00 per year. 
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The City Council of the City of E1 Paso de Robles does ordain as 

follows : 

SECTION 1. It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or corporation to 

engage in or carry on, in the City of E1 Paso de Robles, any kind of 

business, show, ex~ibltion or game, without first paying the tax hereby 

imposed thereon and procuring the license hereby required. 

SECTION 2. Upon making application for the first license to be issued 

hereunder or for a newly established business such applicant s11all furnish 

to the Tax Collector for his guidance in ascertaining the amount of 

license tax to be paid by the applicant, a written statement upon a 

form to be provided by the Tax Collector, setting forth such information 

as therein may be necessary properly to determine the amount of the 

license tax to be paid by the applicant. 

SECTION 3. The form of license issued on payment of tax shall clearly 
I 

show the number of license, the amount of tax paid, the date issued, 

the date of expiration, the major business classification and the sections 

of the ordinance from which the amount of tax is derived. It shall 

_- also show the name and address of the person or firm to whom issued and 

the address of the business location, also any other information 

required or ~irected from time to time. 

SECTION 4. The Tax Collector must pay to the City Treasurer for the 

general fund of said city all money collected by him for all licenses 

issued', also any penalties imposed and take his receipt therefor in 

duplicate, retaining one for himself and delivering the other to the 

City Clerk, who shall file the same. 

SECTION 5. All •licenses shall be paid for in advance and all annual 

licenses shall be paid for the fiscal year of the City of E1 Paso de 

Robles and shall expire on the thirtieth day of June succeeding the date 

of issuance of said license. If the annual license is taken out during 

the first half of such license period the applicant shall pay the fUll 

annual license fee required, but if such license is taken out during the 

last half of such license period the applicant shall pay one-half of 

the annual license fee required for the full license period. No rebate 

shall be allowed for unearned license fees paid if such business is dis- 

continued or transferred to another licensee during the period the 

license is in effect. 
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SECTION ~12. For the business of operating a tailor shop the license shall 

be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION ll3. For the business of operating a taxicab business, within 

said City, permission of the City Council shall first be obtained as 

provided Under Ordinance No. ~?, N.S. and amend~ents thereto. After 

such permit is granted by the City Council a license shall be issued by 

the Tax Collector upon the payment of an annual license in the sum of 

$100.00, which shall cover four (4) cabs, and for each additional cab 

the licensee shall pay $1u.00 per year. 

SECTION ll~. For the business of conducting or operating a t~eater con- 

raining a permanent stage upon which theatricals or vaudeville performances 

are given or any moving picture theater where moving or motion pictures 

are exhibitmd and an admission fee is charged, collected or received 

the license shall be $14.00 for each One Hundred seats or fraction thereof 

per year. 

SECTION llS. For the business of ope2ating a til'e shop for the retreading, 

recapping or inserting section in or on tires the license shall be $24.00 

per year. 

SECTION 116. For the business of operating any v~icle for the transpor- 

tation of freight, baggage, express, household goods, merchandise or 

materials for hire within the City of E1 Paso de Robles, the license shall 

be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION ll7. For the business of operating a towel or linen supply 

service the liQense shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION llS. Every person callr~ing on the business of an undertaker, 

embalmer or funeral director shall pay a license of $80.00 per year. 

SECTION ll9. For the business of operating an upholstery and/or mattress 

works the license shall be $12.00 per year. 

SECTION 120. Every person, firm or corporation maintaining, renting out, 

or placing any vending machine on a Pe1"centage basis~ which is operated 

by inserting a coin, slug or token, of 5~ value or more, and which 

delivers to the operator any merchandise of equivalent value, shall pay 

a license of Four Dollars (~4.00) per year, for each machine, and if 
i 

operated by inserting a slug, token or coin of less than 5¢ value, the, 

license shall be Twenty Dollars ($20.00) per year, for the business of 

placing such machines in the City. 
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SECTION 121. For the business of operating a warehouse for the storage 

of goods, wares, household goods or merchandise of any kind except for 

cold storage the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 122. Every persc~, firm or corporation carrying on the business 

of selling goods, wares or merchandise other than petroleum products 

to retail or wholesale dealers, said goods, wares or merchandise to become 

part of said dealers' stock in trade, the license shall be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 122-A. For the business of selling and delivering petroleum 

products the license shall be $28.00 per year for each truck used in 

making such deliveries. 

SECTION 123t For the business of conducting any wrestling or boxing 

exhibitions or shows the license shall be $5.00 for each exhibition of 

show conducted. 

Provided, however, that this section shall not apply to any 

organization subject to a license under Section 17 Sub-section (c) of this 

0 rdinanc e. 

SECTION 124: For the business of producing any tent show or itinerant 

show of any kind, other than a circus at which an admission fee is 

charged, collected or received the license shall be $25.00 per ~ay. 

SECTION 125. For the business of operating a variety or 5, lO & 15¢ 

store, the license shall be $24.00 per year. 

Variety or 5, l0 & 15 cent store is defined, within the meaning of 

this ordinance, to be a business carrying an assorted stock of merchandise 

for which the sale price shall not exceed 50¢ on any one item. 

SECTION 126. Ordinance No. 84, New Series, entitled "An Ordinance Imposing 

License Taxes for the Purpose of Revenue and Providing for the Collection 

thereof and Imposing Penalties," passed on the 26th day of May, 1941, and 

Ordinances amendatory thereto, and all Ordlnances, or pa~ts of Ordinances, 

in conflict herewith, are hereby repealed. 

SEC~TION 127. That the repeal of the ordinance descri0ed in Section 126 

of this ordinance shall not have the effect to prevent prosecution and 

punishment of any person who may i~ave been guilty of a violation of any of 

the provisions of said ordinance before this repeal is effective or to 

prevent the prosecution to final judgment of a civil action against any 

person against whom such an action may have accrued under the provisions 

of said ordinance before the said repeal became effective, but said 
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ordinance shall stand and be effective, despite the provisions of said 

Section 126 of this ordinance, as to all violations thereof conKaitted 

before this ordinance takes effect and as to all causes of civil action 

that may accrue to said City under said ordinance before this ordinance 

takes effect. 

SECTION 128. Where a license has been issued to any business by the 

City Tax Collector and the tax paid t1~erefor under the provisions of 

_ i any ordinance heretofore enacted and the term of such license has not 

expired, then the license tax prescribed for said business by this 

ordinance shall not be payable until the expiration of the term of such 

unexpired license. 

SECTION 129. Effect of Ordinance. If any section, subsection, sentence, 

clause or phrase of this ordinance is for any reason held to be unconsti- 

tutional such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining 

portions of this ordinance. The City Council hereby declares that it 

would have passed this ordinance and each section, sub-section, sentence, 

clause or phrase thereof, irrespective of the fact that an#one or more 

sections, subsections, sentences, clauses or phrases be declared unconsti- 

tutl onal. 

SEGTION 130. Any violation of this ordinance shall constitute a mis- 

demeanor, and any person found guilty thereof shall, upon conviction o2 

plea of guilty, be punished by a fine of not less than five dollars, or 

more than three hundred dollars, or by imprisonment in the jall of said 

City, or in the jail of the County of San Luis 0bispo, for not more than 

three months, or by both such fine and imprisonment, and when a fine is 

imposed the judgment may direct that the de~endant be imprisoned in said 

city Jail, or in said county jail, till such fine is satisfied at the 

rate of two dollars per day.

SECTION 6: For the renewal of every license tax herein required shall 

be added as a penalty, the sum of five dollars, if the license tax is 

not paid within 15 days after it falls due, which penalty shall be 

collected by the Tax Collector and paid into the City Treasurer the 

same as the license taxes, and no license shall be issued after the 

tax therefor has been due for 15 days without the payment of said 

~ penalty of five dollars. No license shall be issued to any applicant 

who may at the time of the demand for such license, be indebted to the 

City for any license tax other than that payable with the issuance of 

the license being demanded. 

SECTION 7. If any business licensed under this ordinance is transferred 

to another licensee or location the Tax Collector must be notified 

within 15 days after such transfer or a new license will be due and 

payable for the remainder of the license period; provided, however, 

that if such license was required on application to the City Council 

to be conducted at a particular location by the licensee, permission 

to transfer such business and to continue to conduct the same under 

such license must be made in writing to the City Council who may deny 

such application on the same grounds as if the application for transfer 

were an original application to conduct such business. 

SECTION 8. The Tax Collector shall make a charge of Fifty Cents (50¢) 

for each duplicate license issued to replace any license issued under 

the provisions of this ordinance which has been lost or destroyed. 

In no case shall any mistake made by the Tax Collector or City Clerk im 

stating the amount of a license prevent or prejudice the collection 

by the City of what shall be actually due from any one carrying on a 

trade, business, profession or occupation subject to a license under 

this ordinance. 

SECTION 9. Every firm, person or corporation having a license under 

this ordinance for carrying on a business from a fixed place of 

business shall Keep such license posted conspicuously while in force 

and if not having a fixed place of business, shall carry such license 

with him at all times while carrying on the business for which the 

same was issued. Every person, firm or corporation having a license 

under this ordinance shall produce and exhibit the same whenever 

requested to do so by any police officer. 
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SECTION i0. It shall be the duty of the Tax Collector, and he is 

hereby directed to enforce each and all of the provisions of this~ 

ordinance, and the Chief of Police shall render such assistance in 

the enforcement hereof as may from time to time be required by the 

Tax Collector or the City Council. 

The Tax Collector in the exercise of the duties imposed upon 

him hereunder, and acting through his deputies or duly authorized 

assistants, shall examine or cause to be examined all places in the 

City to ascertain whether the provisions of this ordinance have been 

complied with. 

The Tax Collector and each and all of his assistants end any 

police officer shall have the power and authority to enter, free of 

charge, and at any reasonable time, any place oi busir~ss required 

to be licensed herein, and demand an exhibition of its license certifi- 

cate. Any perso~ having such license certificate theretofore issued, 

in his possession or unaer his control, who wilfully fails to exhibit 

• the same on demand, shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and subject to 

the penalties provided for by the provisions of this ordinance. It 

shall be the duty of the Tax Collector and each of his assistants 

to cause a complaint to be filed against any and all persons found to 

be violating any of said provisions. 

SECTION ll. A fixed place of business as used in this ordinance is 

hereby defined to be a place in the City of E1 Paso de Robles being 

maintained and occupied by the licensee for the conducting of such 

business for not less than thirty days succeeding the date of issuance 

of said license. The licensee shall produce written evidence of owner- 

ship or control of the location for said thirty days to the satisfac- 

tion of the Tax Collector at the time of making application for license. 

SECTION 12. Any person, firm or corporation conducting a fixed place 

of business at more than one separate location in the City shall secttre 

separate licenses for each location. 

SECTION 13. The amount of any license tax imposed under this ordinance 

shall be a debt to the City for collection of which a civil action may 

be mmS_utained by said City against the person by whom said license tax 

is payable. When any person required by this ordinance to take out a 

license fails, neglects or refuses to take out such license, or when 

any person carries on or attempts to carry on any business, show, 
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exhibition or game in any form or mR~ner whatever, without taking 

out the required license, the City Council of this City may direct 

suit to be brought against such person to recover the amount of such 

license, and in any such suit, which shall be in the name of the City 

of E1 Paso de Robles as plaintiff, the Tax Collector of said City 

may make the necessary affidavit for a writ of attacl~ent, and such 

attachment may be issued without any bond therefor. In any such suit 
i 

the demand shall include the amount of the license claimed to be due 

the City together with the penalty of Tive Dollars heretofore provided 

for and an additional penalty of Twenty Dollars when the trial is had 

in the City Court with, an additional Twenty-flve Dollars if such case 

is trie~ on appeal in the Superior Court and Twenty-five Dollars where 

the case is certified to the Superior Court for trial from the City or 

Justice' Court, said penalty to be paid to the City Attorney by said 

City as attorney fees in such suit, but not to be so paid unless 

collected by the City. 

SECTION l~. The prosecution or conviction of any person for a violation 

of any of the provisions of this ordinance shall not be a bar to a 

civil action to recover the license and penalties herein provided, and 

the recovery of the license and the penalties in a civil action shall 

not be a bar to the prosecution of any person guilty of any violation 

of any of the provisions of this ordinance, but the two remedies will be 

cumulative and either or both enforced. 

SECTION 15. The City Council may cancel any license where after investi- 

gatlon and hearing had upon notice to the holde~ of the license, it shall 

appear to said Council that the party to whom said license was issued is 

conducting or permitting to be conducted the licensed business in a 

disorderly manner, or in violation of the ordinances of the City or the 

laws of this State, or in the manner which makes of the same a nulsance~, 

and no rebate shall be allowed for unearned license money in the event 

of such cancellation. 

SECTION 16. Licenses may be issued by the Chief of Police without 

collection of the license fee subject to the provisions of this ordinance, 

as follows: 

(a) To any person, who by the infirmities of age, loss of limb 

or eyesight, or other disabling cause is incapacitated from earning a 

living by physical labor; 



(b} To auy honorable discharged soldier, sailor or marine of 

the United States who by reason of illness or physical disability is 

unable to perform manual labor; 

(c} To any local church, school, lodge, club or other association 

supported wholly or in part by voluntary contributions of the public, 

or its members, for any skow, entertainment, parade, theatrical per- 

formance, dance or operatic performance. 

All applications for such licenses shall be in writing, to the 

Chief of Police, signed by the applicant or someone in his behalf, 

stating the facts relied upon by him. When any such license is issued 

the action of the Chief of Police on such application shall be endorsed 

upo n the license and the license shall be signed by the City Clerk. 

Any such license may be revoked by the City Council any time 

without notice of hearing, but such revocation shall not become 

effective until after twenty-four hours notice thereof to the license 

holder unless otherwise ordered by the City Council. 

SECTION 17. An exempt license shall be issued to every person where 

the payment of a license would cast a burden upon the right to engage 

in commerce with foreign nations or among the several states, or con- 

flict with the regulations of the United States Congress respecting 

interstate commerce, but any applicant claiming exemption upon the 

ground shall file a verified statement with the City Clerk disclosing 

the interstate or other character of his business entitling it to 

such exemption, which statement shall contain the name and location 

of the company or firm for which orders are to be solicited or secured, 

the name and address of the nearest local or state manager, the kind 

of goods, wares and merchandise to be delivered, the place from which 

the same are to be shipped or forwarded, the method of solicitation 

or taking orders, the location of any warehouse, factory or plant 

within the State of California, the method of delivery, the name and 

location of the residence of the applicant, and any other facts 

necessary to establish such claim for exemption. A copy of the order 

form, blank or contract or other papers used by such person in taking 

orders shall be attached to the affidavit for the information of the 

City Clerk. If it appears that the applicant is entitled to such 

exemption, the City Clerk shall forthwith issue an exempt license. 
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~TION 18. Any person having in his possession within said City any 

article, machine, equipment, goods, wares or merchandise or conducting 

any occupation, business or vocation with the intent to use the same in 

violation of any ordinance of this City, any law of this State or any 

Federal law is guilty of a misdemeanor, and any such article, machine, 

equipment, goods, wares or merchandise in the possession of any person 

or any such occupation, business or vocation being performed by any 

person with such intent is hereby declared to be a nuisance and the 

Chief of Police shall have the right and it is his duty to abate such 

nuisance by seizing and destroying any such article, machine, equipment, 

goods, wares or merchandise and closing any such occupation, business or 

vocatlon. 

SECTION 19. All license rates hereinafter set forth in this ordinance 

are provided for businesses being conducted from a fixed place of 

business in the City of E1 Paso de Robles. Any business being conducted 

from other than a fixed place of business, as herein defined, shall 

be licensed at double the rates so established, provided that the latter 

shall not apply to licenses issued on a daily basis. 

SECTION 20. Any business being operated in said City under its major 

or commonly known name classification and carrying a side llne business 

or department not commonly classed as pertaining to said type of 

business, and operated at the same location, such side llne, or department 

shall be licensed at one-half the rate of license applicable if such side 

line or department were a separate business being licensed, provided 

however, if there are more than three such side lines being sold or 

departments operated a general combination license shall be obtained 

for $80.00 per year. 

SECTION 21. The City of E1 Paso de Robles does hereby license each and 

every kind of business, profession, show, exhibition and game in this 

ordinance mentioned which may be transacted, conducted, exhibited or 

carried on in said City, and does hereby impose and fix a license tax 

upon the same at the rates hereinafter designated and prescribed; 

provided, however, that 

Any person, firm or corporation conducting or carrying on a business 

of any kind or description anywhere in the City of E1 Paso de Robles, a 

license for which is not otherwise previded for in this ordinance or any 

other ordinance of this City, shall obtain a general business license, 

and the rate for such license is hereby f~xed 8t the rste of $20.00 per 
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year if the nature of the business involves the exciMmge or sale of 

goods, wares or merchandise and $12.00 per year if the nature of business 

is for a labor, fee or service charge basis. 

SECTION 22. For the business of operating an ambulance service the 

license s11all be $20.00 per year. 

SECTION 23. (a) Any person, firm, association or corporation con- 

ducting a fixed place of business and maintaining on premises owned, 

leased or controlled by him, any mechanical game, pln-ball machine, 

music machine, phonograph or similar g~ue or ~achine operated solely 

for amusement, shall pay a license fee fixed as follows: 

For each mechanical gama or pin-ball machine $20.00 per year. 

For each music machine or phonograph $20.00 per year. 

(b) Any license issued under this section shall be issued 

separately and not in combination with any other license issued. 

(c) Any music machine, or mechanical device, used for non- 

commercial dances, or social functions, shall be exempt and free from 

any fee, p~ovidlng the same is not used for more than four (~) days 

out of each calendar month. 

(d) This license fee shall in no way license nor permit the 

operation of a machine or game which is unlawful under the state law 

or local ordinance, nor license or permit the operation of a lawTul 

machine or game in an unlawful ~mner, nor permit the operation of 

any machine or game in which the element of chance predominates, nor 

permit, as a result of operating any machine, any award, pay-off or 

delivery of anything of value, or representing, or exchangable or 

redeemable for anything of value. 

(e) No music machine, phonograph, or other musical device, as 

licensed underthls ordinance, shall operate between the hours of 12 

o'clock midnight and 8 A.M., provided that if any such machine is 

located more than 200 feet from any house, hotel, or other building 

used for sleeping purposes for any person or persons, then, and in 

that event, this Section shall not apply to such machine. 

- (f) Any music machine, phonograph, or other musical device, 

operating between the hours of 12 o'clock midnight and 8 A.M., and 

any mechanical amusement device operating on a pay-off basis, as 

defined in Section (d), shall, in addition to any other penalties 
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prescribed by this Ordinance, be deemed to be a public nuisance, and 

any such machine or device operated, or maintained to be operated, 

shall be impounded by the Chief of Police: and any Court of competent 

Jurisdiction shall determine that said machine or device, or the use or 

operation thereof, so violates, or has violated the said provisions 

of this Ordinance, said machine or device shall be confiscated by said 

Chief of Police. 

__ SECTION 2~. For the business of conducting a billiard parlor, pool 

room or card room permission of the City Council shall first be obtained 

as follows : 

The applicant for such a license shall file with the City Clerk of 

said City a written application therefor, signed by him, setting forth 

the nature of the business that he wishes to engage in, the place where 

he proposes to establish such business, including the particular building, 

and room or rooms. Any applicant for any such license shall accompany 

his application with a bond by some authorized surety c ompsny to be 

approved by the City Council in the penal sum of Five Hundred Dollar~ 

($500.00) payable to said City, and conditioned that neither the 

applicant nor any one in his employ in such business will violate any 

ordinance of this City or any law of this State, or of the United 

States of America or any political subdivision or agency thereof, during 

the time for which said license is granted. That upon a violation of 

the condition of said bond the same shall be and become due and payable 

to said City and the penalty thereof may be recovered in a civil action. 

The conviction of, or plea of guilty by the person to whom such license 

is issued, or any one in his employ in such business for the violation 

of any such ordinance or law, shall Ipso facto work a forfeiture of 

said bond, any such conviction or plea of guilty shall be conclusive 

evidence of such forfeiture, and in the event of such conviction or 

plea of guilty the license shall be cancelled. 

The City Council may, if satisfied with the form of application and 

bond, and that the applicant is a citizen of the United States, over 

the age of Twenty One Years and of good moral character, order issued 

to the applicant the license applied for upon the payment of an annual 

license fee of Sixty Dollars ($60.00) together with ths following 

additional fees:
