Larger floods can and will occur on 

rare occasions. Flood heights may be increased by man-made or 

natural causes. This ordinance does not imnly that land o,tside 

the areas of special flood hazards, hazards or uses permitted 

within such areas will be free from floodin~ or flood damages. 

This ordinance shall not create liability on the part of the City 

of Paso Robles, any officer, or employee thereof, or the Federal 

Insurance Administration, for any flood damages that result from 

reliance on this orlzancer' or any administrative decision lawf.]ly 

made thereunder.

Located within areas of special flood 

hazard established in Section 2]..]4.050 are areas desi~nnted as 

floodways. Since the floodway is on extremely hazardous area dne 

to the velocity of flood waters which carry debris, potential 

projectiles, and erosion potential, the followinR provisions 

apply: 

I. Prohibit encroachaments, includin~ fill, new 

construction, substantial improvements, and other developments 

unless certification by a registered professional enR±neer or 

architect is provided demonstratinR that encronchments shall not 

result in any increase in flood levels (Itlrin~, the occi~rrence of 

the base flood discharRe. 

2. If Section 21.14.210 (I) is satisfied, all new 

construction and substantial improvements shall COlnply with all 

other applicable flood hazard redaction provisions of Chapter 

21.14. 
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SECTION 4: Insert Chapter 21.14, Section 21.14.220 Appeal

21.14.220 Appeal Board. 

i. The City Council of the City of Paso IIobles shall hear 

and decide appeals and requests for variances from the 

requirements of this ordinance. 

2. The City Council shall hear and decide appeals when it 

is nlleRed there is an error in any requirement, decision, or 

determination made by the Floodplain Administrator in the 

enforcement or administration of this ordinance. 

3. In passinR upon such applications, the City Council 

shall consider all technical evaluations, eli relevant factors, 

standards specified in other sections of this ordinance. 

4. Generally, variances may be issued for new construction 

and substantial improvements to he erected on a lot of one-half 

acre or less in size conti~uous to and surrounded by lots with 

existinR structures constructed below the base flood level,

the lot size increases beyond one-half acre, the technical 

justification required for issuin~ the variance increases.

necessary to further the purposes of this ordinance. 

6. The Floodplain Administrator shall maintain the records 

of all appeal actions and report any variances to the Federal 

Insurance Administration upon request.

21.14.230 Conditions for variances. 

1. Variances may l)e issued for new construction and 

substantial improvements and for other development necessary for 

the conduct of a functionally dependent use provided that the 

provisions of Section 21.]4.23r) are satisfied and that the 

structure or other development is protected by methods that 
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minimize flood damages during the base flood and create no 

additional threats to public safety.
